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Tips for writing in an aphasia friendly manner
Text
· Use clear sentences and easy words
· Cut out anything that is not needed
· Avoid jargon
· Keep sentences short
· Emphasise key points
· Use bold text on key words
· Repetition helps
· Use figures for smaller numbers
· Use both figures and words for larger numbers and fractions
· 40,000 (forty thousand)
· 1/3 (one third)



Layout
· Use a simple font, in size 14 or larger
· Space out the text
· Keep messages clear
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Use headings where possible
· Use bullet points where possible
· Be consistent in using the same:
· Layout
· Font
· Colour

Graphics and images
· Be consistent in the types of images used
· Make sure they are relevant to the message
· Use simple pictures, images, graphics or drawings
